
Luke 22:39-45 (NKJV)
“Coming out, He went to the Mount of Olives, as He was

accustomed, and His disciples also followed Him. When He came
to the place, He said to them, “Pray that you may not enter into
temptation.” And He was withdrawn from them about a stone’s

throw, and He knelt down and prayed, saying, “Father, if it is Your
will, take this cup away from Me; nevertheless not My will, but
Yours, be done.” Then an angel appeared to Him from heaven,

strengthening Him. And being in agony, He prayed more
earnestly. Then His sweat became like great drops of blood falling
down to the ground. When He rose up from prayer, and had come

to His disciples, He found them sleeping from sorrow.Then He
said to them, “Why do you sleep?

Mark 13:24-27 (NKJV)
“But in those days, after that tribulation, the sun will be darkened,

and the moon will not give its light; “the stars of heaven will fall, and
the powers in the heavens will be shaken. “Then they will see the Son

of Man coming in the clouds with great power and glory. “And then
He will send His angels, and gather together His elect from the four
winds, from the farthest part of earth to the farthest part of heaven.”

Psalms 78:49 (NKJV)
“He cast on them the fierceness of His anger, Wrath, indignation,

and trouble, By sending angels of destruction among them.”

Matthew 4:11 (NKJV)
“Then the devil left Him, and behold, angels

came and ministered to Him.”

Isaiah 63:7 (NKJV)
“In all their affliction He was afflicted, And the Angel of His

Presence saved them; In His love and in His pity He redeemed
them; And He bore them and carried them All the days of old.”

Luke 9: 26 (NKJV)
“For whoever is ashamed of Me and My words, of him the
Son of Man will be ashamed when He comes in His own

glory, and in His Father’s, and of the holy angels.”
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2 Peter 2:4 (NKJV)
“For if God did not spare the angels who sinned, but cast them down to hell
and delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved for judgment;”

Matthew 13:36-44(NKJV)
“Then Jesus sent the multitude away and went into the house. And His
disciples came to Him, saying, “Explain to us the parable of the tares of

the field.” He answered and said to them: “He who sows the good seed is
the Son of Man. “The field is the world, the good seeds are the sons of

the kingdom, but the tares are the sons of the wicked one. “The enemy
who sowed them is the devil, the harvest is the end of the age, and the

reapers are the angels. “Therefore as the tares are gathered and burned
in the fire, so it will be at the end of this age. “The Son of Man will send
out His angels, and they will gather out of His kingdom all things that

offend, and those who practice lawlessness, “and will cast them into the
furnace of fire. There will be wailing and gnashing of teeth. “Then the

righteous will shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father. He
who has ears to hear, let him hear!”

Matthew 13:36-44 (NKJV)
“Also I say to you, whoever confesses Me before men, him

the Son of Man also will confess before the angels of God.”

Hebrews 12:22 (NKJV)
“But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of the living God,

the heavenly Jerusalem, to an innumerable company of angels,”

Exodus 23:20-23 (NKJV)
““Behold, I send an Angel before you to keep you in the way and to bring
you into the place which I have prepared. “Beware of Him and obey His

voice; do not provoke Him, for He will not pardon your transgressions; for
My name is in Him. “But if you indeed obey His voice and do all that I

speak, then I will be an enemy to your enemies and an adversary to your
adversaries. “For My Angel will go before you and bring you in to the

Amorites and the Hittites and the Perizzites and the Canaanites and the
Hivites and the Jebusites; and I will cut them off. ”
